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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

Infroduction

The Pennsylvania Department of General Services (PADGS) contracted Rhea
Engineers & Consultants, Inc. (Rhea) and Michael Baker International, Inc. (MBI)
to perform an environmental and hazardous material survey of the 43 structures at
the former State Correctional Institution — Pittsburgh (SCIP) property located at
3001 Beaver Avenue, Pittsburgh, PA 15233 (henceforth referred to as “subject
property”). Environmental inspections were conducted throughout each structure
located at the subject property. This report documents the surveys of each structure
by a certified inspector for asbestos-containing material (ACM), suspected lead-
containing paint (LCP), and other potentially hazardous materials and/or universal
wastes (UW).

The survey was conducted from November 15, 2022 through December 7, 2022 by
Rhea and MBI personnel. Laboratory analysis of the bulk material (for asbestos)
was completed by EMSL Analytical, Inc. (EMSL) of Westmont, New Jersey.

Regulatory Background

The United States Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA) and Commonwealth
of Pennsylvania define ACM as any material that contains greater than one percent
asbestos. Title 40 of the Code of Federal Regulations (CFR), Part 61 (40 CFR 61),
Subpart M (USEPA National Emission Standards for Hazardous Air Pollutants
[INESHAP]) requires that an asbestos inspection be conducted prior to
renovation/demolition activities. The Commonwealth of Pennsylvania also requires
that asbestos inspections be conducted prior to renovation/demolition activities.

The Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) Lead Standard (29
CFR 1926.62) is applicable where paints that contain any amount of lead will be
disturbed. OSHA considers all paint (since all paint has some level of lead within it)
as LCP. Thus, all of the paint within the 43 structures surveyed at SCIP 1is
considered LCP.

Summary of Findings and Recommendations

The purpose of this environmental study was to identify hazardous materials prior
to the determination of the highest and best use of multiple structures at the
subject property so that proper procedures can be utilized to prevent potential
hazards during future site development activities. It is assumed that all hazardous
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materials identified in this survey must be removed prior to future site development
activities.

The term “other hazards” refers to light bulbs and fixtures, thermostats, exit signs,
smoke detectors, mold, and air conditioning units that may contain hazardous
materials requiring various controls for proper handling or disposal.

It should be noted that an abandoned tunnel system is located throughout the
subject property. Rhea and MBI personnel were not granted access to these tunnels
due to health and safety concerns related to their dilapidated condition. As a
conservative approach, it should be assumed that ACM, LCP, and other hazards are
present within these areas.

Asbestos

ACM was identified in 17 structures throughout the subject property and a total of
235 homogeneous suspect materials were identified, sampled, and submitted for
analysis by EMSL. Thirty of the suspected materials were confirmed to be ACM by
laboratory analysis and seven were assumed to be ACM due to previous
documentation and labeling. All identified ACM should be properly handled when
removed and disposed of according to federal, state, and local regulations. The
development of hazardous material abatement drawings and specifications would
be warranted for the safe removal of the positively identified and presumed ACM
listed in Table 1.

It 1s also important to note that the “positive stop approach” was requested and
implemented during this project. Using this approach, when laboratory identifies a
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material as asbestos-containing, all other samples of the same material are not
analyzed, under the assumption that those materials are also asbestos-containing.

Lead-Containing Paint (LCP)

Based upon the age of the structures and the OSHA definition of LCP, all painted
materials should be classified as LCP. No bulk paint samples were collected;
however, general observations of the condition of the paint were documented to
assist with the potential project. Table 2 presents the specific information for the
lead paint. Numerous painted building components were observed to be damaged
and deteriorated. While there is no abatement of paint planned, the contractor
should be aware of the LCP during the renovation activities, so that proper worker
safety procedures can be implemented. The requirements of the OSHA Construction
Standards need to be invoked if any metal content is present in the paint that may
be affected by renovation activities. OSHA does not provide a minimum
concentration criteria level for these metals; however, it requires precautions and
protection for workers and the working environment be taken at any workplace
where exposure to airborne metals may occur. The contractor shall be responsible
for performing work according to all applicable federal, state, and local laws.

Other Hazards

Based upon the results of this investigation, the subject property contains other
potentially hazardous materials and UW. Table 3 presents a summary of other
hazards identified by Rhea and MBI during the investigation, further described
below:

+ Water damage and/or mold problems were observed within all structures
located at the subject property. It should be noted that the potential for
mold is present in each building, primarily related to the deterioration of
roofing material causing water damage, which leads to mold.

+ Approximately 7,300 light bulbs were noted during the inspection.
Though the buildings appeared to have many newer lights, it is likely that
older light bulbs exist in the buildings. The original lighting systems have
an elevated potential for mercury-containing florescent light bulbs and
should be disposed of in accordance with the USEPA UW Regulations 40
CFR 273.

+ Approximately 3,650 light fixtures were noted during the inspection.
Though the buildings appeared to have many newer lights, there is a
possibility that PCB-containing light ballasts exist in the buildings.
Ballasts not specifically marked as “non-PCB containing” encountered
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during future site development activities should be managed and disposed
of in accordance with the Toxic Substances Control Act (TSCA) Storage
and Disposal Requirements for Fluorescent Light Ballasts.

+ Approximately 100 thermostats were noted during the inspection. The
thermostats are likely to contain mercury and should be disposed of in
accordance with the EPA UW Regulations 40 CFR 273.

+ Approximately 123 Exit signs were noted during inspection. Self-luminous
Exit signs containing the radioactive gas, tritium, were historically used
in a variety of facilities across the United States. Intact tritium Exit signs
pose little or no threat to public health and safety and do not constitute a
security risk. However, the Nuclear Regulatory Commission (NRC)
requires proper accounting and disposal of all radioactive materials.
Proper handling and accounting are important, because a damaged or
broken sign could cause minor radioactive contamination of the immediate
vicinity, requiring a potentially expensive clean up. It is recommended
that all Exit signs be collected intact and disposed of at a licensed
recycling facility.

+ Approximately 45 smoke detectors were noted during the inspection. The
fire protection systems have an elevated potential to contain ionization
type smoke and fire detectors that are typically constructed with an
Americium-241 radioactive source. If impacted by renovation / demolition
activities, the detectors should be segregated and disposed of properly in
accordance with federal, state, and local regulations.

Disclaimer

The information presented in this report reflects the conditions that were observed
in all structures located at the subject property during Rhea and MBI’s
November/December 2022 inspection. Although every effort was made to identify all
potential suspect building materials and/or paint, there is no guarantee that
additional materials are not present. Conditions may exist such that inaccessible
materials may only become apparent during future renovation or demolition
activities.
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1.0 INTRODUCTION

1.1 General

Rhea and MBI completed a Hazardous Material Assessment/Survey to support the
determination of the highest and best use of multiple structures at State
Correctional Institution — Pittsburgh (SCIP) property located at 3001 Beaver
Avenue, Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania (PA) 15233, henceforth referred to as the “subject
property”. The hazardous material assessment/survey required an ACM
investigation and sampling, LCP investigation, mold investigation, and an
Iinvestigation pertaining to additional property material containing hazardous
materials that would be disturbed during future site development activities.

Gary Case of MBI, with the assistance of Michael Stoehr, Erik Hartle, and Tyler
Newell of Rhea conducted the field investigation and inspection between November
15, 2022 and December 7, 2022. Gary Case is a USEPA certified Building Inspector,
Management Planner, and Project Designer for asbestos and a certified Inspector
and Risk Assessor for lead paint. Rhea personnel are licensed Pennsylvania
Asbestos Building Inspectors. Applicable certifications are attached in Appendix D.

This report summarizes the activities and procedures used during the project and
presents the survey findings and recommendations. The text of this report is
supplemented by information found within the Tables, Figures, and Appendix A
through D. The Tables represent the findings for ACM, LCP, Mold/Other Hazardous
Components, as well as a Cost Estimate for the Removal of ACM throughout all
structures at the subject property. The Figures contain a Topographic Site Vicinity
Map and Site Layout Map. Appendix A contains a summary of materials sampled in
each building, relevant photographs, floor plans, and a summary of ACM. Appendix
B contains the laboratory analytical reports for bulk materials for asbestos.
Appendix C contains the photographs of other hazardous materials located
throughout the subject property. Finally, Appendix D contains copies of relevant
licenses and training certificates for the staff who conducted the investigation, as
well as certificates of accreditation for the analytical laboratory.

1.2 Background Information
PADGS contracted Rhea and MBI to support the determination of the highest and

best use of the subject property. The work required environmental and hazardous
material surveys of all structures within the subject property.
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1.3 Relevant Regulations
Relevant regulations and policies are summarized below.

+ The USEPA, OSHA, and the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania define ACM
as any material that contains greater than one percent asbestos.

+ Title 40 of the Code of Federal Regulations, Part 61 (40 CFR 61), Subpart
M (USEPA NESHAP), OSHA (29 CFR 1926.1101), and the
Commonwealth of Pennsylvania require that an asbestos inspection be
conducted prior to renovation/demolition activities.

+ The OSHA Lead Standard (29 CFR 1926.62) is applicable where paints
that contain any amount of lead will be disturbed. OSHA considers all
paint (since all paint has some level of lead within it) as LCP. Thus, for
purposes of this investigation, all paint is considered LCP.
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2.0 INSPECTION PROCEDURES

2.1 General

Gary Case and Rhea personnel collected ACM samples between November 15, 2022
and December 7, 2022 at the subject property. MBI utilized EMSL of Westmont,
New dJersey for laboratory analysis of collected samples. EMSL is accredited in
accordance with standards set by the National Institute of Standards and
Technology (NIST) under the National Volunteer Laboratory Accreditation Program
(NVLAP), and by the American Industrial Hygiene Association (AIHA) for both
asbestos and lead analysis. Copies of laboratory certifications are included in
Appendix D.

2.2 Survey

Within the structures, the inspectors conducted a thorough investigation to identify
potential ACM, LCP, mold, and other hazards.

When 1identified, suspect building materials were grouped into homogeneous
sampling areas, which contained materials that were uniform in texture,
appearance, color, physical characteristics, function, and date of application. For
asbestos, each homogeneous material was given a unique identification number.
Once the homogeneous material boundaries were established, core samples of the
material were collected. Insulation materials that appeared to be composed of
fiberglass were not considered potential (i.e., suspect) ACM. The material condition
of each asbestos material was assessed as described in the chart below.

For each suspect homogeneous material, the material description, location(s),
approximate quantity of asbestos, friability, condition, sample identification, sample
location, and sample result information were recorded on the field data forms found
in Appendix A. The definition of a friable material is one that can be crushed,
pulverized, or reduced to powder under hand pressure when dry. The definition of a
nonfriable material is one that cannot be crushed, pulverized, or reduced to powder
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under hand pressure when dry. Sample locations are noted in the field data. The
building layout of each structure is included in Appendix A.

Samples were collected by using tools, such as chisels or utility knives, to remove
small pieces of building materials. Each sample was placed into a resealable plastic
bag and given a unique sample identification number. During sampling activities,
the inspectors exercised care to prevent any suspected material from becoming
airborne. Wet wiping was used during the sampling to immediately clean up any
debris generated by the sampling process.

No paint or paint chip samples were collected for laboratory analysis. OSHA
considers all paint (since all paint contains trace levels of lead) as LCP. Damage to
any painted surface within all structures located on the subject property was noted
in the field data forms.

2.3 Inspection for Other Hazards

Rhea and MBI personnel visually inspected each building for evidence of other
hazards and documented additional safety and/or physical concerns located within

the subject property. Results of the other hazards identified are summarized in
Table 3.
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3.0 SUMMARY OF FINDINGS

3.1 Asbestos

Samples containing greater than one percent asbestos are considered ACM as
defined by the USEPA. In addition to the USEPA, NESHAP, 40 CFR, Part 61,
requires that any asbestos sample containing less than 10 percent asbestos when
analyzed by Polarized Light Microscopy (PLM) be reanalyzed using the PLM point
counting procedure. Otherwise, the material must be considered ACM. For this
investigation, the Scope of Work did not require confirmation of asbestos content
through additional analysis; thus, the building materials containing less than or
equal to 10 percent asbestos would be assumed to be ACM to err on the conservative
side.

As part of the investigation, Rhea and MBI personnel identified and collected bulk
material samples for 228 suspected homogeneous materials that were present and
suspected to be asbestos containing within structures on the subject property.
Seven additional suspected materials were assumed ACM due to previous
documentation and labeling. A summary of the ACM for each structure is presented
in Table 1. The field data for the structures, including a listing of the suspected
homogeneous materials and the corresponding sample results, as well as floor plans
and relevant photographs, can be found in Appendix A. The laboratory analytical
reports for the samples collected throughout the subject property are contained in
Appendix B.

It should be noted that an abandoned tunnel system is located throughout the
subject property. Rhea and MBI personnel were not granted access to these tunnels
due to health and safety concerns related to their dilapidated condition. As a
conservative approach, it should be assumed that ACM, LCP, and other hazards are
present within these areas.

3.2 Lead-Containing Paint (LCP)

Field personnel reviewed and identified the suspected painted building components
with each building at the subject property. While no bulk paint samples were
collected, general observations of the condition and locations of the paint were
documented to assist with the potential renovation and/or demolition efforts. Table
2 presents a summary of the LCP survey results.
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3.3 Other Hazards

An investigation for evidence of mold and other potentially hazardous materials
(e.g., light bulbs, ballasts, thermostats, exit signs, smoke detectors, air conditioning
units) was conducted in each structure located on the subject property. Several
1items, such as thermostats and fluorescent lights (which may contain mercury), exit
signs (which may contain radioactive materials), and ballasts (which may contain
PCBs) were observed throughout the subject property. Photographs of several
examples are contained in Appendix C. The results of the investigation for other
hazards and the field data to support the following environmental and safety
hazard concerns are documented in Table 3, and as summarized below:

+

Water damage and/or mold problems were observed within all structures
located at the subject property. It should be noted that the potential for
mold is present in each building, primarily related to the deterioration of
roofing material causing water damage, which leads to mold.

Approximately 7,300 light bulbs were noted during the inspection.
Though the buildings appeared to have many newer lights, it is likely that
older light bulbs exist in the buildings. The original lighting systems have
an elevated potential for mercury-containing florescent light bulbs and
should be disposed of in accordance with the USEPA UW Regulations 40
CFR 273.

Approximately 3,650 light fixtures were noted during the inspection.
Though the buildings appeared to have many newer lights, there is a
possibility that PCB-containing light ballasts exist in the buildings.
Ballasts not specifically marked as “non-PCB containing” encountered
during future site development activities should be managed and disposed
of in accordance with TSCA Storage and Disposal Requirements for
Fluorescent Light Ballasts.

The
thermostats are likely to contain mercury and should be disposed of in
accordance with the EPA UW Regulations 40 CFR 273.

Approximately 123 Exit signs were noted during inspection. Self-luminous
Exit signs containing the radioactive gas, tritium, were historically used
in a variety of facilities across the United States. Intact tritium Exit signs
pose little or no threat to public health and safety and do not constitute a
security risk. However, the NRC requires proper accounting and disposal
of all radioactive materials. Proper handling and accounting are
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important, because a damaged or broken sign could cause minor
radioactive contamination of the immediate vicinity, requiring a
potentially expensive clean up. It is recommended that all Exit signs be
collected intact and disposed of at a licensed recycling facility.

+ Approximately 45 smoke detectors were noted during the inspection. The
fire protection systems have an elevated potential to contain ionization
type smoke and fire detectors that are typically constructed with an
Americium-241 radioactive source. If impacted by renovation / demolition
activities, the detectors should be segregated and disposed of properly in
accordance with federal, state, and local regulations.

NOTE: All quantities of the hazardous materials must be field verified and/or
quantified by a licensed contractor prior to future site activities.
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4.0 RECOMMENDATIONS

The purpose of the hazardous material survey was to identify hazardous materials
prior to the potential renovation or demolition of each structure, so that proper
procedures can be utilized to prevent potential safety and/or health hazards. This
survey was conducted to support the determination of the highest and best use of
the subject property; thus, it is assumed that all of the materials identified in this
survey require removal to accomplish the task. Specific recommendations have been
provided based upon our understanding of the potential renovation or demolition of
the structures located at the subject property (note that potential plans are subject
to change).

4.1 Asbestos

Following an in-depth review of laboratory analytical data, structures and building
components containing ACM are summarized on Table 1. All ACM that will be
impacted or disturbed during future site development activities should be properly
handled or removed and disposed of accordingly. Abatement plans should be
designed in accordance with USEPA and other federal, state, and local regulations
and/or using appropriate guidelines by a certified Asbestos Designer and reviewed
by a Certified Industrial Hygienist. Abatement activities conducted at the subject
property should be overseen and managed by an experienced Asbestos Abatement
Supervisor, and removal should be performed by certified, trained asbestos workers.
Removal notifications, activities, and disposal must be completed in accordance
with USEPA and other applicable federal, state, and local regulations. Table 4
provides a detailed cost estimate for the removal of ACM identified at the subject
property.

4.2 Lead-Containing Paint (LCP)

Based upon the age of the structures located at the subject property, it is assumed
that all paint coated surfaces throughout the subject property contain LCP, as
summarized in Table 2. The interiors of numerous structures contained areas of
damaged and/or deteriorating paint, especially above the ceiling tiles. If any
building is renovated, the selected contractor should be responsible for the safe and
proper handling of the painted items according to all federal, state, and local
regulations. All activities should be overseen and managed by an experienced
supervisor and trained workers. The contractor should comply with the OSHA lead
standard, which regulates occupational exposure to lead.
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4.3 Other Hazards

Based upon the results of this investigation, there are numerous hazards associated
with the components used throughout the subject property (see Table 3). All items
should be removed and/or properly handled prior to future site development
activities to avoid health and safety concerns and ensure a safe working
environment for contractors.
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5.0 LIMITATIONS OF THE INSPECTION

The information presented in this report reflects the conditions that were observed
in all structures located at the subject property during November/December 2022
inspection. Although every effort was made to identify all potential suspect building
materials and/or paint, there is no guarantee that additional materials are not
present. Conditions may exist such that inaccessible materials may only become
apparent during renovation or demolition activities. If additional suspect building
materials or paints are identified during site activities, they should be sampled and
analyzed prior to disturbance. If warranted, the material should be removed and
handled according to all applicable USEPA, OSHA, state, and local regulations.

APPENDIX A

Asbestos Building Material Summaries



Building 1 - SCIP Front House

As a result of the Hazardous Materials Survey conducted at SCIP, four suspected
asbestos-containing materials were sampled and analyzed in Building 1 Front House
of SCIP. One of the homogeneous materials tested positive for asbestos. The material
was Wall and Ceiling Plaster (Material 216). This material was observed to be in a
damaged condition. Specific information pertaining to each of the materials sampled,
including the results of the sample analysis, can be found on the Asbestos Survey
Material Summary below.

As noted in the Hazardous Materials Survey Report, The OSHA Lead Standard (29
CFR 1926.62) is applicable where paints that contain any amount of lead will be
disturbed. OSHA considers all paint (since all paint has some level of lead within it)
as lead-containing paint (LCP). Thus, all paint observed within Building 1 Front
House was assumed to be LCP. No samples were taken for analysis throughout this
structure.

An investigation for evidence of mold, other hazardous materials, safety issues, and
other hazards was conducted in each structure located on the subject property.
Several items, such as thermostats and fluorescent lights that may contain mercury,
exit signs that may contain radioactive materials, and ballasts that may contain
PCBs were observed throughout the subject property. The results of these findings
are included in Table 3.
